New industries are created as new discoveries are made in physics, chemistry and other
sciences. Atomic energy, for example, has created a wide range of new industries. Electronics
has become a major industry.

Throughout American industry great emphasis is being made on management training. A
great number of schools are training young people to become industrial leaders.

American industry is distributed unevenly. Most of the industrial enterprises are located
in the eastern part of the country. But industry is spreading out as there is a tendency to build
factories far removed from the home plant and closer to natural resources and markets. Good
transportation facilities and rapid communications systems make it possible for the main plants
to keep in touch with branch factories.
