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1. Robert Capa is a name that has for many years been synonymous with war photography.
2. Born in Hungary in 1913 as Friedmann Endre Ern6, Capa was forced to leave his native country
after his involvement in anti government protests. Capa had originally wanted to become a writer, but
after his arrival in Berlin had first found work as a photographer. He later left Germany and moved to
France due to the rise in Nazism. He tried to find work as a freelance journalist and it was here that he
changed his name to Robert Capa, mainly because he thought it would sound more American.
3. In 1936, after the breakout of the Spanish Civil war, Capa went to Spain and it was here over the
next three years that he built his reputation as a war photographer. It was here too in 1936 that he took
one of his most famous pictures, The Death of a Loyalist Soldier. One of Capa’s most famous quotes
was 'If your pictures aren't good enough, you're not close enough." And he took his attitude of getting
close to the action to an extreme. His photograph, The Death of a Loyalist Soldier is a prime example
of this as Capa captures the very moment the soldier falls. However, many have questioned the
authenticity of this photograph, claiming that it was staged.
4. When World war 11 broke out, Capa was in New York, but he was soon back in Europe covering the
war for Life magazine. Some of his most famous work was created on 6th June 1944 when he swam
ashore with the first assault on Omaha Beach in the D-Day invasion of Normandy. Capa, armed only
with two cameras, took more than one hundred photographs in the first hour of the landing, but a
mistake in the darkroom during the drying of the film destroyed all but eight frames. It was the images
from these frames however that inspired the visual style of Steven Spielberg's Oscar winning movie
‘Saving Private Ryan’. When Life magazine published the photographs, they claimed that they were
slightly out of focus, and Capa later used this as the title of his autobiographical account of the war.
5. Capa’s private life was no less dramatic. He was friend to many of Hollywood’s directors, actors
and actresses. In 1943 he fell in love with the wife of actor John Austin. His affair with her lasted until
the end of the war and became the subject of his war memoirs. He was at one time lover to actress
Ingrid Bergman. Their relationship finally ended in 1946 when he refused to settle in Hollywood and
went off to Turkey.
6. In 1947 Capa was among a group of photojournalists who founded Magnum Photos. This was a co-
operative organisation set up to support photographers and help them to retain ownership of the
copyright to their work.
7. Capa went on to document many other wars. He never attempted to glamorise war though, but to
record the horror. He once said, "The desire of any war photographer is to be put out of business.”
8. Capa died as he had lived. After promising not to photograph any more wars, he accepted an
assignment to go to Indochina to cover the first Indochina war. On May 25th 1954 Capa was
accompanying a French regiment when he left his jeep to take some photographs of the advance and
stepped on a land mine. He was taken to a nearby hospital, still clutching his camera, but was
pronounced dead on arrival. He left behind him a testament to the horrors of war and a standard for
photojournalism that few others have been able to reach.
9. Capa’s legacy has lived on though and in 1966 his brother Cornell founded the International Fund
for Concerned Photography in his honor. There is also a Robert Capa Gold Medal, which is given to
the photographer who publishes the best photographic reporting from abroad with evidence of
exceptional courage. But perhaps his greatest legacy of all are the haunting images of the human
struggles that he captured.

Most people can remember a phone number for up to thirty seconds. When this short amount of
time elapses, however, the numbers are erased from the memory. How did the information get
there in the first place? Information that makes its way to the short term memory (STM) does so
via the sensory storage area. The brain has a filter which only allows stimuli that is of immediate
interest to pass on to the STM, also known as the working memory.

There is much debate about the capacity and duration of the short term memory. The most
accepted theory comes from George A. Miller, a cognitive psychologist who suggested that
humans can remember approximately seven chunks of information. A chunk is defined as a
meaningful unit of information, such as a word or name rather than just a letter or number.
Modern theorists suggest that one can increase the capacity of the short term memory by
chunking, or classifying similar information together. By organizing information, one can
optimize the STM, and improve the chances of a memory being passed on to long term storage.

When making a conscious effort to memorize something, such as information for an exam, many
people engage in "rote rehearsal”. By repeating something over and over again, one is able to keep
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a memory alive. Unfortunately, this type of memory maintenance only succeeds if there are no
interruptions. As soon as a person stops rehearsing the information, it has the tendency to
disappear. When a pen and paper are not handy, people often attempt to remember a phone
number by repeating it aloud. If the doorbell rings or the dog barks to come in before a person has
the opportunity to make a phone call, he will likely forget the number instantly.*Therefore, rote
rehearsal is not an efficient way to pass information from the short term to long term memory.* A
better way is to practice "elaborate rehearsal”. *This involves assigning semantic meaning to a
piece of information so that it can be filed along with other pre-existing long term memories.*

Encoding information semantically also makes it more retrievable. Retrieving information can be
done by recognition or recall. Humans can easily recall memories that are stored in the long term
memory and used often; however, if a memory seems to be forgotten, it may eventually be
retrieved by prompting. The more cues a person is given (such as pictures), the more likely a
memory can be retrieved. This is why multiple choice tests are often used for subjects that require
a lot of memorization.

People with poor
eyesight can easily mark the wrong name. The computerized voting machines have an easy-to-use touch-
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screen technology: to cast a vote, a voter needs only to touch the candidate’s name on the screen to
record a vote for that candidate; voters can even have the computer magnify the name for easier viewing.

Another major problem with old voting systems is that they rely heavily on people to count the
votes. Officials must often count up the votes one by one, going through every ballot and recording the
vote. Since they have to deal with thousands of ballots, it is almost inevitable that they will make
mistakes. If an error is detected, a long and expensive recount has to take place. In contrast, computerized
systems remove the possibility of human error, since all the vote counting is done quickly and
automatically by the computers.

Finally some people say it is too risky to implement complicated voting technology nationwide.
But without giving it a thought, governments and individuals alike trust other complex computer
technology every day to be perfectly accurate in banking transactions as well as in the communication
of highly sensitive information.

Professor While traditional voting systems have some problems, it’s doubtful that computerized
voting will make the situation any better. Computerized voting may seem easy for people who are used
to computers. But what about people who aren’t? People who can’t afford computers, people who don’t
use them on a regular basis—these people will have trouble using computerized voting machines. These
voters can easily cast the wrong vote or be discouraged from voting altogether because of fear of
technology. Furthermore, it’s true that humans make mistakes when they count up ballots by hand. But
are we sure that computers will do a better job? After all, computers are programmed by humans, so
“human error” can show up in mistakes in their programs. And the errors caused by these defective
programs may be far more serious. The worst a human official can do is miss a few ballots. But an error
in a computer program can result in thousands of votes being miscounted or even permanently removed
from the record. And in many voting systems, there is no physical record of the votes, so a computer
recount in the case of a suspected error is impossible! As for our trust of computer technology for
banking and communications, remember one thing: these systems are used daily and they are used
heavily. They didn’t work flawlessly when they were first introduced. They had to be improved on and
improved on until they got as reliable as they are today. But voting happens only once every two years
nationally in the United States and not much more than twice a year in many local areas. This is hardly
sufficient for us to develop confidence that computerized voting can be fully trusted.
